For the Varsity Girls…. 
 
After a long winter and a short time on the water you have all proven that you are tough competitors. We 
had a good showing in Syracuse with little/no water time followed very quickly by the Buffalo race and 
excellent results at States and at Ithaca. It has been exciting for us to see your dedication and commitment 
to racing. We have a few weeks now to really work hard on the water and prepare for the Pittsford Regatta.  
 
There are two things we'd like to work on to ensure a successful end to our season. The first thing is the last 
500 meters. Many races are won or lost by inches in the last 500 and a lot of this is due to physical fitness, 
and for us the lack of water time may have been a factor also.

Regatta Costs 
 
 Why do some regattas cost $10 and some cost $150?? 
Let’s review what goes into pricing a regatta.  
 
· Registration fees: we pay a fee per boat at each 

regatta we enter.  
· Trailering fees: gas for the tow vehicle, tolls, special 

permit for the NYS Thruway. 
· Coaches: reimbursement for gas and tolls. 
· Bus, if used.  Large tour buses cost over $2000 

each for a 2 day trip.   
· Hotel, if an overnight stay is involved.   
· Rooms for the coaches at the hotel. 
· Rooms for bus drivers.  Bus drivers require single 

rooms, not shared. 
· Food for all team members, chaperones and 

coaches:  for an overnight trip, this includes 
breakfast, lunch, dinner and snacks.  

· Tip for the bus drivers.  
 
For day regattas, we have the registration fees and the 
cost of trailering our boats and reimbursing our coaches 
for gas and tolls plus food for the day.  We base our 
food cost on how many team members we will be 
feeding.  We appreciate contributions from parents if 
they are eating at our food tent, since that cost is not 
built into what you paid for your child.   
 
Overnight regattas are a more complicated matter.  In 
addition to the expenses noted above for a day regatta, 
there is the bus, hotel rooms for the kids, plus hotel 
rooms for the coaches and bus drivers.   We price 
regattas so that everyone is paying their share of the 
cost, and Pittsford Crew is not making a profit.  Actually, 
since we are still learning some of the hidden or 
unexpected costs of these kinds of trips, we usually 
price the trip a bit lower than we should have.  You may 
see an increase in the cost of away regattas next 
season as we become more knowledgeable about all 
the details and incidentals involved with these trips.  
 
For those of you who have been involved in school 
sports, where all transportation is covered, some of 
these expenses may be a shock.  In other community 
sports where travel is involved, such as soccer or ice 
hockey, families are responsible for all the costs 
associated with travel.   
 

What about Cascadilla? 
 
Some people have wondered why there was a charge 
for our scrimmage at Cascadilla.  It is true that there 
wasn’t a registration fee, but we still need to trailer our 
boats there and pay our coaches for travel expenses.   
In addition, we underpriced the Saratoga trip, so we did 
have a need to “catch up” with the costs.  



 
To Snack or Not to Snack? 

 
It’s okay, just do it right.  

 
Snacking can be good for you if you make wise 
choices.

 Plus, satisfactory on-water evaluation. 
 
Conflicts: Some team members may have conflicts 
with school related activities on the try-out days 
listed above.  Those individuals should speak 
directly with the coaches and make alternative 
arrangements for trying out.  There will be an 
opportunity for all interested athletes to try-out. 
 
Time Commitment:  For those chosen for the 
competition program, there is a strict time 
commitment.  Practices will be held 5 evenings per 
week, beginning June 17th.  Specific practice times 
will be dependent on boat and coach availability.
